The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Clerk!
COMMUNICATION FROM THE CHAIR
The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Hon. Members, you are aware that on 12th December, will be having Jamuhuri Day celebration across the County in respective Sub-counties and Wards. NOTICE OF MOTIONS
Funds for Routine Maintenance of County Roads

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Notice of motion from Hon. Chepsongol, MCA Bartabwa Ward. 
Hon. Chepsongol: Thank you Mr. Speaker. Aware that, the Constitution of Kenya as enshrined under Article 174 provides for the objects and principles of devolution;
Further aware that, the objects and principles of devolution set out under Article 174 and 175 of the Constitution provide for the promotion of social and economic development and the provision of proximate, easily accessible services throughout Kenya;

Concerned that, most of the roads in the County are in deplorable conditions therefore adversely affecting transportation within the County;

Cognizant of the fact that, majority of this poor road network are as a result of poor workmanship from a number on unscrupulous contractors who do not strictly adhere to the stipulated guidelines for road contractors;
Further aware that, the County has spent Billions of money repairing roads that as soon as the contractor leaves the site , wear and tear starts to set in, therefore putting the road network in a sorry state leading to embezzlement of public resources;

Aware that, in 2014 the Baringo County Assembly enacted the Baringo County Wards Development Fund Act, 2014 which provided for the establishment of a fund promoting development in the Wards and to set up institutional Framework for conducting development initiative and projects in the Wards and for connected purposes.
Now therefore, this Hon. House urges the County Government to:
i. Urgently set aside an amount of Kshs. One million for every Ward from the Ward Development Fund kitty to cater for routine road maintenance in the thirty Wards.
ii. Employ at least 10 youths from the Wards on casual basis ho will be tasked with routine maintenance of the designated County road networks in the Wards. 
iii. To develop a mechanism where the youth will sign a three month contract where they will be paid a monthly stipend of Kshs. 10,000.

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Fair enough. Usually, the House Business Committee sits every Thursday to allocate time for such motions but because we could be going for recess on Thursday, I direct that this motion comes up tomorrow at 2.30. Next order!
STATEMENTS
Status of ECD construction, Funds Allocation in the County
The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Richard Rono to the Chairperson Vocational Training and ICT. Do you have the answer for the Member?

Hon. Tarus: We have written the letter to the CEC but we have not yet received the answer. However, we are doing a fact-finding mission on the ground and we have visited over 10 schools so that we can bring a comprehensive report to this House. 
The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Hon. Richard Rono. Are you in the House? Yes!
Hon. Rono: Mr. Speaker, if we encourage such scenarios in this House, we will push everything. But I am satisfied that the Committee is going for fact-finding although, the Department should not take so long to answer such a simple thing because they must be having the facts in their archives and it’s just a matter of releasing them. I will abide by what the Member has requested but I beg it comes earlier than that.
The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Yes Hon. Chair.
Hon. Tarus: Mr. Speaker, if I am given up to tomorrow afternoon, I can get in touch with the CEC and get the report. The reports from the CEC’s are not commensurate with what is on the ground especially the ECD projects which are indicated as complete yet they are not even halfway. We visited Koiselat, Shakaninand Toboroi ECD’s in Baringo North and you realize that the farthest the contractor has gone is two courses but most of them are at the slab level. But the report that we got having been signed by the CO Education and ICT is that some of those projects are complete. 
Saltar Primary School in Sacho is indicated as complete when no plastering has been done, no window panes and the toilets which is also indicated as complete is in the second course. I will supply the answer tomorrow but I don’t trust the reports and answers from the CEC/CO.
The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Very well. The matter will come up tomorrow. But as you said earlier, and I beg to go with your earlier decision that you would wish to visit some of the ECD Centres in line with the question by Hon. Richard Rono. I gave a directive yesterday on all the Sectoral Committees to bring comprehensive reports on the projects from FY 2013/2014 up to date in line with the question that was asked by a Member from Churo/Amaya. This question is a replica of the same and as we said yesterday, some of the answers from the CEC are not in tandem with the situation on the ground. I advice the Chairman that as you bring the answer tomorrow, it would be a vicious cycle again. Why don’t you stick to your previous undertaking that in the course of the recess, the Assembly facilitates all the Committees to do a fact-finding mission on all the projects?What’s your take Hon. Rono?
Hon. Rono: Thank you Mr. Speaker. I seek your indulgence in the two matters. Why should we have the CEC when we don’t rely on them?
The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Thank you. What is it Hon. Kipsang?
Hon. Elizabeth: Thank you Mr. Speaker. I support my Chairman that what he has said is correct and we have gone to the ground and we are amazed to see what is on the ground. You want us to be facilitated to go to the ground but we only have one vehicle. How will this be possible? I wish in our supplementary budget we can purchase another vehicle so as to do our work in a vibrant way. Can the Finance or Budget Department see to it that there is some funding so as to have two vehicles?
The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): The vehicles in this Assembly are more than adequate but for one reason or the other, they are grounded.The leadership which am part of would want to ensure that those vehicles are in operation. The long chase vehicle is enough to carry the Committee Members. Around four vehicles are lying idle and they should be enough but I agree with you that we need more vehicles for facilitation but that is a matter for another day with the leadership. 
Not all Committees would require facilitation the same week. We will have to arrange and come up with a timetable until the job is done.
What is it Hon. Kimosop?

(Technical Hitch)

Hon. Kimosop:Mr. Speaker, a point of clarification from the Chairman Education. Yesterday we received an audit tool that you gave us and you asked us to give areas that we think that you should visit. Because it is in tandem with the report that you gave yesterday, guidance on schools that you think have issue so that we are aware. Two, the departmental and Sectoral Committee Chairs should ideally work in tandem with the departments and have meetings, and synergy so that by the time they are responding to this House, they will be convinced that the answer is right. 
The Committee should provide a forum to probe those people and give directions on the answers that they should supply. We have the power to censure the CEC and the Executives who doesn’t supply sufficient answers. As a Chair, you can even refuse to read the answer given when you are convinced that it is not right.
The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): That is precisely what should be thenorm. I think all the Hon. Chairs must have interrogated their departmental heads if not; the honor is on their side. How can you be vibrant if you don’t summon them? At the Committee stage, you should be visiting these officers more frequently so that Chairs are not clueless. In addition, the Standing Order 177 for those who have their ‘Bibles’; I will read for those who forgot theirs. It states that Committees shall enjoy and exercise all the powers and privileges bestowed on the County Assembly by the Constitution and statute including the power to summon witnesses, receive evidence and to request for and receive papers and documents from the Government and the Public. 
I am also advised by the Clerks that the powers are in the Constitution in Article 195. The purpose and intent of the Committee, the Chairs and the Members is to ensure that the sectors in the County do the right thing by summoning them. Going forward, we may need a day to meet with the executive with proper arrangement.
What is it Hon. Kipchew? 
Hon. Kipchew: Thank you Mr. Speaker. As per the answers given by the Chair Education, most of the projects are incomplete but in the records they are complete. The Committees are preparing to go to the ground to get the exact situation and I state that we need a write-up from the relevant department to show that these projects are complete. My view is that when the reports from the ground reach the House, and doesn’t match with those provided by the Government we will be preparing a case. Thank you.
The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): What is it Hon. Benjamin?

Hon. Koech: Thank you Mr. Speaker. According to the statement given by the Chair, the report is not true. Can somebody be held responsible for misleading the House? This is a crime.
(Applause)

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): The concern that was raised by Hon. Kipchew is valid but we have already been supplied with the projects and their status. Hon. Kipchew, did you get a copy of those projects? Were Members supplied with Copies?
(Hon. Aengwo applies to Speak)

Hon. Aengwo: Thank you Mr. Speaker.
The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): You are hijacking my eyes. 

Hon. Aengwo: I had sought your eyes severally but you didn’t give me a chance. The gadget favored me. I am a Member of the Education Committee and our Chairman has done a commendable job. I report to this House in his support that Members will be surprised by what is on the ground because most of the projects marked as done have not yet began. I request that we be given more time to furnish this House with the information because we are planning to go to all the Sub-counties and find out the state of the ECD Centres.

I urge Hon.Richard Rono to defer until we come up with a full report so that we don’t bring it in piecemeal. Secondly, I urge all the Sectoral Committees to go to the ground because the situation on the ground may not be what is written here so that you can pin the people responsible down.
The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Hon. Chair, do you want to resign to your earlier pledge of bringing the answer tomorrow?
Hon.Tarus: I will give highlights before giving my stand on bringing the report tomorrow. First, I inform Members that those forms that were given yesterday, elected MCA’s please fill the forms…
The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Hon. Chepsongol…
Hon. Chepsongol: Mr. Speaker, my information is…
The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Order Hon. Chepsongol, this House has rules and you cannot just rise and talk before you are given a chance.
(Applause)

That is out of order! When you want to rise on a point of information, the information you want to pass must be granted. Proceed Hon. Tarus
Hon. Tarus: I was giving the informationto Hon. Members to ensure that they fill those forms and bring them tomorrow. The information that I need is the list of the ECD Centres that you would wish that we visit.One should be complete and then the other two are the ones you find incompleteand have problems that need to be addressed. There is also another form that I will avail either tomorrow or in the course of next week if we will be around and it requires the elected MCA’s to furnish the Committee with the report on all the ECD Centres done in each Ward and we will require it when we resume after recess so that we can compile the report. 
I said that we don’t trust the report from the CEC/CO’s reason being that I don’t want to be part of the team misleading this House by giving a false report and his is to safeguard the integrity of this House because there is no reason why I should tell you that a report is complete when it is not.We have gone to two Sub-counties and we have the program for visiting the other Sub-counties and Members from those areas should liaise with the Education Committee so that we can do the fact-finding together. 
On 8th December, we will move to Baringo South and visit at least five ECD’s cutting across all the Wards and already a Member has provided two which have problems that is Karianga and Ketemo in Marigat Ward. On 11th December, we will move to Mogotio Sub-County…

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): What is your point of Order Hon. Cheserem?

Hon. Cheserem: Thank you Mr. Speaker. Is it in order for the Chair Education to give us information of his program instead of responding to the question? He should respond to the question.
(Applause)
The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Hon. Tarus. What were you reading?
Hon. Tarus: Mr. Speaker, I was giving the Members the information on where we will be visiting so that we work together as a House. The Committee cannot work on its own. However, let me not tire the Members with that information. If you wish to work with the Committee, you can come and see us then we give you the program.

(Applause)

Then, once that report is complete we will bring it to the House and I request that I bring the Report after recess.
The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): To that extent Chair, the House appreciates your work. As to whether you needed to read your timetable, is another issue. All Chairs must liaise with the Members in terms of the projects that we were supplied with yesterday or even last week, and their status so that MCA’s peruse that document and present your concern to the respective Chairs and this information will trigger the visits by the Committees because there are some Wards with no complains. The visits by the Committee to your Wards is need-based. 

What is it Hon. Ng’otie? 
Hon. Ng’otie: Thank you Mr. Speaker. This…
The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Order Hon. Ng’otie! If what you want to air is of County importance, you need to move a motion…

Hon. Ng’otie: Have mercy on me Mr. Speaker. 
(Laughter)

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): You need to move a motion…
Hon. Ng’otie: I have changed. Point of concern

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Okay. What is your concern?
Hon. Ng’otie: Mr. Speaker, when we come to this House our priority was to represent. Sometimes back, Hon. Cheboiwo asked a question concerning health and he is a Member of the Committee. I think we should be given liberty to ask questions even if we are Members of those Committees on behalf of our Wards because this is the only place that we can get the answers. You are the Deputy Speaker but tomorrow you might find an issue affecting you, but you are ganged up that you cannot ask
The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Who shielded you from asking your question?

Hon. Ng’otie: But Hon. Cheboiwo wanted to ask a question from his Committee and was told that he can’t do so. I feel it is not okay. Rule it Mr. Speaker so that it can be on record because I have a question for the Trade Committee where I am a Member. 
The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): What is your point of information Hon. Kimosop?

(Technical Hitch)
Hon. Kimosop: I don’t know why we keep on raising issues of these gadgets. It’s indignifying to move from a Chair that I am comfortable on all the time. Clerk, ensure that these gadgets work. It is true that the Speaker while seated at the Chair that you are on overruled Hon. Cheboiwo from asking a question and the ruling stands if we are to go by that. It got us shocked and I agree with Hon. Ng’otie that it would be wise if you overturn that ruling.I don’t know if there is any provision that denies a Hon. Member to ask a question from his Committee on behalf of his Ward. Am in two or three Sectoral Committees and that should not deter me from asking questions in my capacity as a representative of my Ward. Even in courts, a judge can still go to the same court to seek justice. You should overturn that ruling because the Speaker might still be learning some ropes and felt that the issues should be sorted at the Committee level but it should be clear when we are Members of a Committee and when we are representing our Wards. Even the Majority Leader can ask a question in his capacity as a ward representative.
The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Your information is well articulated and I was in the House when the Speaker made the ruling. He made it wisely that if you are a Member of a Committee, you cannot ask a question relating to it. However, he went ahead and made a ruling that you can ask the question through another Member.  hat is the essence of asking a question? It is getting an answer and if you can get that answer in your Committee; what is the labour of bringing it to the House. Is it for cosmetic purpose?
However, if you must go on record as having asked a question, then you can do it through another Member. 
(Laughter)
Let’s put the issue at that and move on. We have overstayed on one issue when we have many others. The statement by Hon. Rono having in mind the concerns of the Chair and Hon. Rono himself, it is only fair that this statement comes together with the synchronized questions and the status of the other projects after recess that is on Wednesday morning. Next statement.
(Statement Deferred)

Point of information Hon. Chepsongol?
Status of ECDs in Bartabwa Ward

Hon. Chepsongol: Mr. Speaker, my question is the same as that of Member for Barwessa and you have ruled the answer to be brought because my question is the same as for the Hon. Member of Barwesa and I concur the way you ruled yesterday that the Committee to go round and bring a comprehensive report.

Mr. Speaker, I do request the Committee members to use the previous report of the CEC, might be in my Ward that there are some ECD centers stated to be incomplete. So when they are visiting those areas they should use that report.  After writing their report they can compare but I will go as per your ruling Mr. Speaker.

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): So in line with the statement by Hon. Chepsongol you would wish to suffer the same fate. So it means the statement 016/2017 by Hon. Chepsongol to the same Chairs suffers the same fate which is the Hon. Chairperson Education and ICT to come up with a comprehensive report of the same.
(Statement Deferred)

Construction Works in Kipkaren, Barbarchun and Terik Dispensaries
So let us go to statements number 017/2017 by Hon. Chepsongol. So Hon. Chairperson Health services please respond. Do we have an answer for this?

Hon. Rono: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir, I think I will get the statement by tomorrow in the afternoon. 

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): You are sure?

Hon. Rono: I am sure.
The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Okay. Tomorrow in the afternoon that is it. What is it Hon. Cheboiwo.
Hon. Cheboiwo: I belong to the same Committee and before we commit ourselves to that question since the Chair has committed it, I would like the Member who sought the question to inform us whether there were allocations of funds to those projects because I have seen they are about three facilities and yet the concerned Member has not indicated whether the allocation of funds were allocated to those projects. Thank you.

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): I didn’t quite get your concern, what was your concern Hon. Cheboiwo?
Hon. Cheboiwo: Mr. Speaker in any question asked allocation of funds should be indicated for those projects whether they were there. The Member is asking about the incomplete projects which are three, it could have been better to indicate that those projects were allocated funds.  The first question could ask if the CEC is aware that there are funds which were allocated to such projects.

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Hon. Chepsongol whoever drafted this question didn’t do it well and it was not complete. What do you have to say about it?

Hon. Chepsongol: Mr. Speaker I thought somebody else can clarify or seek clarification but Hon. Cheboiwo is a senior most Member. As you can see Mr. Speaker the first question reads that if he is aware that construction works in the following dispensaries have not been completed.

This is the work of the department to scrutinize if there are some dispensaries in their departments’ allocated funds so I have asked my question and I stated the areas Mr. Speaker these projects are not yet complete. 

I am asking about their status; are they ready to complete so that we can take action.

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Okay and in any case if there were no funds that were allocated their answer will be reflected in the report. What is it Hon. Chair for health?
Hon. Rono: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir, to me I think it is common sense when we talk about construction works it means something is going on so there are funds to it. It is only that we need to get the status of ongoing construction works.

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Thank you. Next order!

Baringo County Finance (Amendment) Bill 2017

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): I call upon the mover of the Bill.

Hon. Kipchew: Mr. Speaker, following the Financial Bill that we had discussed earlier yesterday and the previous days, I beg to move that the Baringo County Finance Bill 2017 be  now read a second time. 

After the approval of the report of the Committee on Finance Bill 2017 by the County Assembly, the Committee is charged with the responsibility of introducing this Bill in this House pursuant to the constitution and the relevant status.

The Amendment Bill seeks to provide for the various taxes fees and other services charged that are payable to the Baringo County Government. This Bill has now been variously debated and addressed comprehensively by this Hon. House through the board of the Committee.

I would like to commend the Hon. Members for passing the report of the Committee of Financial Bill amendment 2017. It is now my pleasure to move that this Bill be read the second time and suggest Hon. Cheboiwo to second the Bill.

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Yes Hon. Cheboiwo.
Hon. Cheboiwo: Mr. Speaker sir, having passed this Bill yesterday I second it for the second reading. Thank you.
(Question Proposed)

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Debate is open. Members you know this Bill was debated yesterday extensively and I can see and considering that most of the concerns were debated yesterday and raised, the Bill can now move to the next stage. 

Are there concerns from any Member that would want to contribute? Other than the concerns we raised yesterday so I can give two or three Members. Hon. Ng’otie you contributed yesterday so having contributed yesterday limits you. 

The amendments are coming shortly wait, there is time for amendments you can move your amendments at a stage that is coming shortly. So there is no debate for amendments. What is it Hon. Cheserem do you have any concern? Hon. Kibai what is your concern. But let it not be on amendments.

Hon. Kibai: Mr. Speaker it is a concern related to amendment.

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): No the amendment time is coming shortly. What is it Hon. Kibai

Hon. Kubai: Mr. Speaker there is a concern that Hon. Kimosop raised yesterday, of course we supported the motion.

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): On amendment? 

Hon. Kibai: It was just a concern. 

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Is it a concern that you need to put in the amendment? 

Hon. Kibai: Yes Mr. Speaker. 

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Anything on amendment is coming shortly so hold your breath. I can call the mover to reply. 

(Loud consultations)

You are not on record, is it on a point of order?

Hon. Elizabeth: Okay Mr. Speaker. I am seeing there is a business going on in the House Hon. Chepsongol collecting is money, this is not the time for doing that.

(Laughter)

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi):  Hon. Elizabeth as long as the Member is doing it silently without causing any commotion there is no problem. I now call upon the mover to reply. 

Hon. Kipchew: Mr. Speaker sir, this Bill merely actualizes what the House passed in the report of the Finance Committee. Thank you Mr. Speaker. 

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Thank you mover. 

(Question put and agreed to)

COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE HOUSE
(Order of the Committee Read)

(The Deputy Speaker left the Chair)
IN THE COMMITTEE
(The Chairman (Hon. Tarus) took the Chair)
Baringo County Finance (Amendment) Bill 2017

The Chairperson (Hon. Tarus): Okay Members we now move to the next stage and we want to process this Bill and actualize it so that we move to the third stage and in this session you will refer to me as the Chair and not as the Speaker. Thank you. 
Clause 2

Now let us refer to the Bill page two of the Bill that we have, I believe Members have it. So we look at clause 2 on interpretation where we are given all directions, resolutions, and orders and accretions   of Financial management. 

This requires us to look into the management of the Bill and actualize it.  
(Question on Clause 2 be part of the Bill Proposed)

The Chairperson (Hon. Tarus): Debate is open. So Members we are free to ventilate on that particular part or clause.  Hon. Kimosop.

Hon. Kimosop: Thank you Chair. I think Chairman you need to make us understand what has just happened. I have seen the Mace move from here and then we have seen the Speaker leave and then you have come. 

Clerk you need to help us a little bit to know exactly what is expected of us here. Are we going to amend it or we will bring several amendments that will be… you really need to guide Members. I can see there is some anxiety over what has just happened. 

The Chairman (Hon. Tarus): Okay Members this is a meeting of the Whole House where we want to… okay the rules have changed a bit that is why you are seeing that the Mace has been lowered.
The rules have been relaxed a bit that is the reason you see those changes and we want to deliberate on the Bill before the Speaker comes back. We will guide you on what you are supposed to do so let us just proceed.  We are on clause 2 interpretation and this is just administrative matters. Hon. Kimosop. 

Hon. Kimosop: I think Chairman on the preliminary where we are raising interpretation and I have no issue with it, it can remain the way it is, it is well crafted and it captures the spirit of what is lying a head but then since we were here yesterday and we debated that report at length, we gave our proposals on areas that we had issues that we felt an amendment should be moved.

I think that if there is any other Member so that we don’t spend a lot of time going back to the same topic and the same discussion that we had had. Unless Member has issues with any of this but to me I think we can just approve interpretation, we can approve objects and purposes of act because I think in my view it is okay.

And the narrative all this narratives still may not have issues so that we go straight to the gist of these matter which is inclusion of new items which were not in cooperated at the formulation of  the act. 

So if it is agreeably with the Members because I think this is purely legal work that guides us towards the gist of this which is the taxation part of it. If we are going to amend any of this our staff or our technical team can still insert the clauses as required. 

This so that I don’t rise again and the rules are a little bit relaxed. Yesterday I had issues with Schedule 7 point 7 renal/dialysis services. 

The Chairman (Hon. Tarus): Hon. Kimosop, we had done the deliberations on this motion and the amendments have already been made it is only us to insert. So what we need to do is to look at the clauses and where we are heading is where you want us to go.  So just keep cool.

(Question put and agreed to)

(Question on Clause 3 be part of the Bill Proposed)

(Question put and agreed to)

Clause 5 Inclusion of Items that were not incorporated in Finance Act (2016)
I now call upon the mover of the motion to reply. And Members the amendments that we want to insert are behind the order paper so you can peruse. 

Hon. Kipchew: Thank you very much Chairman. We are on clause 5. On clause 5 code 296 of the Bill be amended by reducing the charges to be levied on extreme and other informal sector operations in the Sub-County from Kshs. 800 to Kshs 700.
(Question on Amendment on Code 296 Proposed)

(Question put and agreed to)

Hon. Kipchew: Mr. Chairman I beg to move that the Committee do report to the House its consideration of the Baringo County Finance Bill of 2017 and its approval thereof with amendments. 

(Loud consultations)

Schedule7.7
Sorry! Schedule 7.7, I beg to move that Schedule 7.7 on the charges on renal/dialysis services be amended by reducing the charges for amodyalisis  initial cost from  Kshs. 19,500 and the charges per session to remain at Kshs. 5,500.

Mr. Chairman when we looked at it we realized that the initial cost of this dialysis is high and that is why the figure is rising up to Kshs. 19,500. Actually for one to undergo the dialysis, the patient goes for two sessions of the dialysis and each session costs Kshs. 5,500.

Mr. Chairman I am trying to explain how we are arriving at Kshs. 19,500. That is Kshs. 11,000 already and cost of the central line is Kshs. 3,500 which sums up to Kshs.15, 500, then the cost of fixing the central line is Kshs. 3,000 totaling Kshs. 19,500.

The charges for peritoneal  and intensive care unit on the Bill be removed reason being the machines have not been installed in our referral and that is why we didn’t want to insert any figure there so we removed it completely. 

The time when the machines will have been installed then we shall be able to bring you in the next financial year Bill. 

Mr. Chairman on Schedule 7.0 health services charges of the Bill on the…some of these terms are a bit complicated, is it psychiatric department, the charges on counselling services and mental status assessment…

The Chairman (Hon. Tarus): We are supposed to propose the question first before you move to the next one. 
(Question on Amendment of Schedule7.7 Proposed)

Debate is open. Hon Komosop.

Hon. Kimosop: Mr. Chairman I think I am the one who raised the query on this part yesterday and my concern is, in the report of the Committee and I commended them for doing a good job. They actually said that when they did a background check and actually they said that the Government officers’ health department made these proposals.

But when the Committee did a background check they realized that this does not apply to Government hospitals public health facilities and my query then was after you establish that it was not a practice elsewhere as the Committee you still went ahead to make proposals. 

Very well, the 7.7 amendment that you are seeking you have moved from Kshs. 20,000 of yesterday to 19,500 I have no problem with that in fact yesterday I was candid that some of us are not experts in this field.

So we wanted this explanation on how you arrived at Kshs. 20,000. I still find it very interesting that even after yesterday that we raised this there was no explanation that was given and you have now moved perennial dialysis and intensive care unit. 

My question to the Committee before we approve we are making approvals that will affect our people, and we should get guidance so that we don’t get duped in to approvals that can later come to haunt us and we become victims of ridicule.

Have you done some diligence in the figures that have been supplied and is it something that you can advise us as a House that if we are to approve everything else that there is no mischiefs. Occasionally there are mischiefs even in these hospitals   that we have. 

I remember one time when I had a patient a relative, that an operation was to be done a year or two years ago and I was told that before that is done there is a machine that you must pay and the doctor told me that this is the account number that you have to deposit money to so that it can be ordered from Nairobi.

And because my patient was in a very desperate situation I rushed immediately and deposited Kshs. 25,000 I think and the machine was brought and all was done. But come to think of it I wondered this is a Government facility even if I were to make any deposits it should have been captured officially through the accounts department of the hospital. 

How I was depositing money directly to a private entity for a function that is going to be done in a Government facility, so when I see these proposals that we are not professionals in the medical field and you did a ground check and you realized that this does not apply. 

My major advice I have no problem going as per the advice by the Committee but it should be a real advice so that we don’t get duped as a House. Thank you. 

The Chairman (Hon. Tarus): Okay I believe that was the observation made by the Committee that that amount be scrapped but after consultation with the CEC, I believe those charges are applied all over.

I would want to invite one of our Hon. Member who is an expert to also say somenting. Yes Hon. Rono.
Hon. Rono: Thank you Chairman, I think Hon. Kimosop worries are warrant because you know you cannot just give a figure which is not satisfying but the Committee because it was already a query could have gone further and explain how they arrived at such initial stages.

For example, when someone is to undergo a dialysis there is a lot of thesis which he has to undergo, so I think this is what Hon. Member is asking but he is asking on behalf of all the Members. Having said so and because it was on a point of concern the Committee could have gone further to actually explain.

I know for someone to undergo a dialysis the client might be diabetic so he has to undergo a blood sugar test. There are a series of tests which a common person is requires to know so that he should not say that he is paying for something which he does not understand. 

Whatever our Hon. Member was trying to ask is what the Committee has presented in a blanket form which still raises the same question but to me as an expert these rates are lower. I think members want to know how they arrived at the rate.  
If Member cannot understand, what about a common mwananchi outside there? So these are some of the smaller things that we need to understand. Secondly when we talk about the peritoneal and the intensive care unit you know to us it is like we are not actually intending even in future to have …. 

I thought to me the idea of peritoneal and intensive care should not even have appeared, to me it appears like we are not intending to have it and it is a necessity. When we talk of peritoneal kind of it is like it is simpler more than even dialysis; it involves removing waters from the peritoneum for example the stomach, you can get someone with a big stomach but the fluids are outside within the peritoneum.

So it is even cheaper for you to remove that than dialysis.  As an expert, I want to confirm that what the Committee or the Chair says is actually cheaper compared to other places. But going forward we actually need to scale down a bit where the Government can waive some charges. I think we can insert a phrase that says; ‘as time goes …. but again we need to have some experts because at the end of the day there are some things the Government can waive. 

We can even come down to Kshs. 15,000 or Kshs. 16,000 in other Counties actually the initial amount can come up to Kshs. 10,000 and the subsequent are Kshs. 2,000. Going forward I could advise that let us just use for this time but soon we need to amend because dialysis has to be done to almost every person in our society this is a concern. Thank you. 

The Chairman (Hon. Tarus): I believe the mover explained the costs which refer to two sessions of dialysis totaling to Kshs. 5,500 each and maybe the mover can still explain so that Members can be able to understand. 

Hon. Kipchew: Thank you very much Chairman. Well we did a bit of ground work on this and we tried to get cash being charged from other equivalent hospitals like ours.  We found out what Kiambu, Siaya and other hospitals are doing.

We embarked on research because initially we were given a figure of  Kshs. 20,000 and we could not get information so we had to do our ground work and we realized most of those hospitals….
We did even for the referrals and they are charging over Kshs. 40,000 and we said that one we cannot compare with a public hospital. Those hospitals of our equivalent, majority of them were charging Kshs. 19,500 and we also went further and sought some clarifications from the MOH himself and health officers from other Counties. They told us that for a patient who is undergoing dialysis for the first time,… it is good Hon. Rono is here and he is an expert in medicine,  we were told that a person has to undergo the dialysis twice not once.
We were told that for the first session it costs Kshs. 5,500 times two sessions gives us Kshs. 11,000. We are also told that there is something called central line that is fixed on the patient which costs Kshs. 3,500 and there is also fixing of that central line to the client costing Kshs. 3,000. That is how we arrived at Kshs. 19,500. 

We further went again and got the MOH and he explained then we concluded that there is no way we can just say the fee is yet we have got no other option and so the figures that we have written here cannot be reduced and that is what the MOH confirmed. 

Secondly there is need for our people to pay NHIF cover.  I think we are soon going to sensitize our people to have NHIF so that when one is affected the NHIF can cover some of the bills.

On the high dependency intensive care unit, the bill that we removed Mr. Chairman we did this because there were no services being given in our referral hospital and we said that there was no basis of arriving at a certain given figure when that services is not in that particular hospital and even there are no machines to do that.

And that is why the Committee members felt that such services be removed and when we come to the next Financial Year and we are hoping that during that time the machines will have arrived to our hospitals then we will be able to revisit it for inclusion in the Finance Bill. 

So we are not removing it completely as if we are ignorant, no! What we were only looking at is that we cannot allocate some amount on a service that is not being offered in our referral hospital and we cannot even arrive at the figure to charge.

I request the Hon. Members for the time being on this high dependency care unit, let us shelve it for this year but we believe by next year when this machines will have arrived  in our referral hospital then we are able to come in with a Bill affecting that particular high dependency care unit. Thank you.

The Chairman (Hon. Tarus): Okay. Very well, I believe he has expounded on that.  

(Question on Schedule 7.7 as amended put and agreed to)

Now the mover you move to the next stage.

Schedule7.0
Hon. Kipchew: Mr. Chairman Schedule 7.0 I beg to move that on Schedule 7.0 health services charges of the Bill on the psychiatric department the charges of counselling and mental status assessment be reduced from Kshs. 2,000 to zero.

On Schedule 7.0 on the charges of laboratory department,  charges for stool over be reduced from Kshs. 100 to Kshs. 60 and on records in the Bill be amended by reducing the charges for OPD cards from Kshs. 100 to Kshs. 30 that the charges on medical legal for medical examination p3 be reduced from  Kshs. 1000 to Kshs. 500 

Mr. Chairman, I want to make it clear on this House that the cases of defilement and rape are normally not charged and also the charges are to avoid victims being misused. It should be on the record that though we are saying that the medical legal fee be reduced, the Ksh1000 which was there in the previous Financial Bill and we have reduced to Ksh 500. Inside here Mr Chairman there are defilement and rape cases. In our view as a Committee we recommend that there should be no charges on defilement and rape cases. Thank you very Mr Chairman
(Question on Amendment of Schedule7.0 Proposed)
The Chairman (Hon. Tarus): Debate is open, Hon. Rono

Hon. Rono: I think I should be celebrating today that the charges on psychiatric and counselling has been removed. Chairman, psychiatric patients should be covered by the state because they are people who are no longer of any use to that society. When our County reduces the charges to zero it will be great to us. On counseling services, you can imagine the rape cases and counseling it requires, I know those who are raped are the vulnerable in the society. When you put any charge to rape treatment and psychotherapy it is a way of scaring those people who want to seek their rights. 

Still on counseling, currently due to the economic crisis so many people in the society face the challenges of psychiatric case so that before being declared psychiatric case you need to undergo some counselling. It is encouraging that we are offering it free and for those who are vulnerable to psychiatric cases are the humble people from our society. Chairman, the test of stool for orphans has been reduced from Kshs 100 to Kshs 60. I can say we will abide by this for now but going forward, this is always a common test in all our dispensaries, health centres and hospitals. This is actually trying to come up with infections along our GIT and it is almost common to everyone. So I advise that maybe in future we reduce to zero because it is said almost everybody who enters a health facility must be tested for common diseases like malaria. 

Going forward in future, because we are a malaria infested County, we can say malaria is free because the first thing that is tested when you enter a dispensary is malaria. I am recommending the Committee for the good work done by reducing the P3 charges based on our medical consultation from Ksh 1000 to Ksh 500. In future though it is part of revenue for our County this is what we pray that the Government to waive because assault and rape cases you have to get a P3 and should be filled by a medical person at a fee. Apart from the P3 you go for counselling and the P3 is charging you Ksh 500 yet most of the affected are the humble people from our society. I will abide by this and support it because it has come down. I suggest that in future we look in to this so that we reduce the cost to zero by letting the County Government waive. This is because this is just a matter of interrogating and filling. 

The Chairman (Hon. Tarus): I believe when it comes to public participation all of us are invited and Hon. Rono you are free to attend and make your contributions. 

(Question on Schedule 7.0 as amended put and agreed to)

 Schedule7.3 

Hon. Kipchew: Schedule 7.3 public health charges for cyber cafe on the Bill be amended by reducing the charges in the urban areas from Ksh 3000 to Ksh 2000 and in the rural areas from Ksh 1000 to Ksh 700. That the public health charges for garages be amended by reducing the charges in the urban areas from Ksh 3000 to Ksh 2000 and the charges in the rural areas to remain as in the Bill. 
When we went for public participation this is the information that we got from ground and after compiling our reports that is how we arrived at it though the suggested Bill from the finance initially was Ksh 3000 on the issue of cyber cafe and we have tried to reduce to Ksh 2000. In the rural areas it was Ksh 1000, after the Committee sat we realized that can come down to Ksh 700. When we looked at the garages the charge given by the finance department was Ksh 3000 but after looking at it and there was also an appeal from one of our members we considered that it be reduced from Ksh 3000 to Ksh 2000 in the urban areas. In the rural areas we didn’t reduce because the figure was relatively low. Thank you Chairman
(Question on Schedule 7.3 proposed)

The Chairman (Hon. Tarus):  Debate is open. Members you are free to contribute. Hon. Ngotie

Hon. Ngotie: Thank you Chairman, I would like to appreciate the Committee for being sensitive to our proposal. However still on this Schedule which 7.3 on public health charges for garages my prayer initially was that it should be reduced from Ksh 3000 to Ksh 500. Having in mind that when we were discussing this thing yesterday it came to my shock and the Committee at large that in Kabarnet the garages are being charged Ksh 6000 for trade license and in Eldama Ravine they are being charged Ksh 15000. If you add the Ksh 2000 because this one is for inspection by the public health to the Ksh 15000 that will make it Ksh 17000. Where are we going? It is my prayer because this one will run concurrently with the other one. If it cannot be Ksh 500 let it not be more than Ksh 1000. We also want revenue in Baringo County but let us be sensitive to these Jua Kali people. First of all the County Government has not provided Jua Kali sheds for these traders. They still rent from individual landlords. I still feel that this thing should be revisited and I humbly ask that it should be reduced to Ksh 1000 for public health. We will still revisit the one for Ksh 15000 another day. Thank you. 
The Chairman (Hon. Tarus): I have not given you the go ahead.
Hon. Elizabeth: But I am seeing the mic is on.

The Chairman (Hon. Tarus): I want the mover to respond to that.

Hon. Kipchew: Thank you very much Bwana Chairman. Looking on what we have on Schedule 1.73 before I go to that, in the garages,  I am surprised I tend to believe all the rates or whichever the charges that are being paid in all garages, shops and other services that are being given out have some guidelines. From the member who has spoken, we have heard that in Eldama Ravine those who run garages are charged Ksh 15000 and in Kabarnet it is Ksh 6000. I tend to believe Bwana Chairman there should be a standardised figure on charging of rent and if the amount that is being charged in Eldama Ravine on license is Ksh 15000 while Eldama Ravine is an upcoming town compared to Ksh 6000 that is being paid we are believing if this thing is true. To me the figure is not correct. We will confirm, the figures of Ksh 15000 as license in Eldama Ravine and also in Kabarnet Ksh 6000 might not be correct. We need to go an extra mile and find out if it is correct or not. If it is correct then those people have been robbed good amount of money. 

Going back to cyber cafe, if we can remove everything here surely the County Government might not have any revenue. I don’t have the initial figures that are being charged although I’m privy to them maybe the Clerk can assist me. I think we had a starting point and those charges were there even in the previous Financial Bill. We are just improving and after doing a bit of consultation looking and considering also the issues of health, remember all the waste that is being produced from the garages it may bring a lot of health issues and when we looked at the request of the members we said that let us come down a little bit so that we don’t rob a lot of money to the County Government. If we come to five hundred we may not be doing anything and people will be opening garages all over. I know the fact remains that we don’t have sheds for garage traders in our County and it is my prayer as we move forward in the near future we are able to get sheds constructed by the County Government. 

After looking at those areas and looking at all sides we came up with the opinion that we reduce that figure from Ksh 3000 to Ksh 2000 which is a very good percentage almost 30 per cent. The issue of the rural areas we left with Ksh 700.  I think we were fair to each and every one and if we reduce everything people may request further reduction to even 1 shilling as a service.

The Chairman (Hon. Tarus): Members, I believe we have gotten the explanation and in the interest of time,…

(Hon Ng’otie stands in his place)

Hon Ngotie you are not satisfied! Yes, I wanted to say something first. I want to put it this way that the Finance Committee should move with speed to harmonize the charges for Eldama Ravine and Kabarnet because we should not have any difference. The other thing is that the charges have been reduced and I believe if the member who requested for the reduction is not happy with it maybe he can say something but we may not really change now but amendments can be made latter because we do them yearly. Hon. Ngotie one minute and I will allow one member and we close that part

Hon. Ng’otie:  Thank you Mr Chairman you know being aware that when this thing has passed come next year we will be talking on different lengths because we will not be able to amend being a Finance Bill.  I though this is the only time that we can be considerate and you heard what the Vice Chairman said. He said that the introduction of the Ksh 2000 is to avoid people opening many garages. We want those people to open more garages by the way. The introduction of such amount should not be deterring people who want to open garages.  I am still requesting that let’s put it at Ksh 1000.  Thank you Chairman. 

The Chairman (Hon. Tarus): I want to believe this House is a House where we make laws every year. What we are doing now is that we are amending a law that had been passed. We can make it even in the next six months or next year. I want to take you to Article 185 of the Constitution of Kenya where it says the legislative authority of a County is vested in and exercised by its County Assembly. A County Assembly may make any laws that are necessary for or incidental to the effective performance of the functions and exercise of the powers of the County Government under the Fourth Schedule. 

So we can still amend, we have just reduced from Ksh3000 to Ksh 2000. And the other one from Ksh 1000 to Ksh 700. I believe that is a step that we have made and we can still make those amendments if we realise these amendments have not had any impact on our businessmen. We should have it as it is and therefore.

(Question on Schedule 7.3 as amended put and agreed to)

Schedule7.4 

Hon. Kipchew :Mr Chairman Schedule 7.4 public health solid waste management charges in the Bill be amended by reducing the charges to read as follows. Public health liquid waste, exhaustion of pit latrine initially it was Ksh 3000 we reduce to Ksh 1000. Fusion of septic tank initially Ksh 3000 we reduce to Ksh 2000. Disposal of sewage to lagoon per trip, initially it was Ksh 5000 we reduce to Ksh 1500, inspection of drainage system initially it was Ksh 1000 we reduce to 800. Unblocking of drains and manholes per trip initially it was Ksh 3000 we reduce to Ksh 1000. Thank you Chairman.
(Question on Amendment of Schedule7.4 Proposed)
The Chairman (Hon. Tarus):  Debate is open, I am restricting the time.  We will have one member two minutes and maximum of two or three members. 

Hon. Ngotie: Thank you Chairman actually I don’t want to oppose the amendments, I just want a clarification on the Schedule for inspection of drainage system per trip which is 800. I thought we should have some restriction on the trips. What happens if these people can visit seven times in a month? You know when you say per trip they can visit as many times as you like and Ksh 800 per trip. 

The Chairman (Hon. Tarus): Mover!
Hon. Kipchew: Thank Bwana Chairman on this one we are looking at the inspection of drainage system, it is not something that is being done on a daily basis. It depends on when and only when need arises. In fact the drainage system cannot be inspected on a daily basis maybe once in a while when there is a problem in that particular system. But once there is no problem I think there is no need for inspection. Thank you.
Hon. Ng’otie: Thank you Chair still on the inspection that the public health can do inspection of drainage system and when they come it is Ksh 800 per trip. Is it mandatory or what is it? 

The Chairman (Hon. Tarus): I believe Hon. Rono will be the last person to contribute and then we move on. 

Hon. Rono: Thank you Mr Speaker I just want to clarify on that. Inspection of drainage system goes hand in hand with unblocking the drainage. Per trip means whoever calls for unblocking of drainage requires an inspection for a given time so that he is given a go ahead to avoid pollution in the neighboring place. It is not a regular kind of thing.

The Chairman (Hon. Tarus): The Chairman: I believe it is now clear that inspection only comes when there is a blockage and therefore it is not a regular thing. In this case therefore,  I want to believe that the Committee has put that charge which actually has been reduced taking into account that there could be a time when inspection needs to be done but with the request from the business person who own that premise. I want to believe that it was done in good faith and that reduction has been done so it should not bring problems. Now I want us to move on. 
(Question on Schedule 7.4 as amended put and agreed to)

 Mover, we move to the next Schedule. 
Schedule7.3.1 

Hon. Kipchew: 7.3.1 vaccination certificates the charges for inspection of private schools or registration be reduced from Ksh 5000 to Ksh 4000. 

(Question on Amendment of Schedule7.3.1 Proposed)

The Chairman (Hon. Tarus): Debate is open. One member and a minute or so because of interest of time

Hon. Rono: Vaccination certificate that is the charges for inspection of a private school for registration be reduced from Ksh 5000 to Ksh 4000. I need clarity because inspection and vaccination are very different items altogether. 

The Chairman (Hon. Tarus): I believe there is some mix up here and maybe back to the mover or the Chair of that Committee because those two do not match sincerely speaking. Hon. Kipchew.

Hon. Kipchew: Thank you very much Bwana Chairman.  I think that was a typing error. It was supposed to have been inspection. 

Hon. Rono: Chairman, thank you for that clarity because typing errors are not for the Chairman it is for the clerks. So the clerk should pull up their socks. They are letting us down as the Chairpersons. In future we will be throwing away such information if they give us to read. We will look like we don’t know what we are doing. I will just say something on inspection but allow me to go back and I will not be requesting for any amendment, I will just concur because I had actually sought for your attention but I never succeeded. It is moral for the County Government to charge a fee where we deserve to charge a fee. For example when you talk about school registration you are charging a fee at a place you have seen or designated for because it has a space for that. What I just want to refer is when Hon. Ngotie was wondering how we charge garages which are on the roads. I believe that public health should offering a certificate of inspection to a particular designated places so that it is moral for us to charge on designated places. 

We are getting a lot of pollution from our garages because we don’t have designated places for industrial site like garages. We would encourage more garages to come up if we have the space or the designated sites even if we charge  Ksh 1000 or Ksh 500 and we have several of them we will be making money as a County so going forward I need the County to reserve some places for garages so that when we give a certificate it will read inspection certificate because I don’t believe we are inspecting those roads and charge the garages. It is immoral. Thank you Chairman.

The Chairman (Hon. Tarus): I want to believe that no one who is in his right minds can charge somebody who is doing that work by the road. It should be designated garages just like when you are inspecting a building you inspect the building nit the road. Members I want to take you to that Bill page 20. That should read inspection certificates that means we are amending that to read inspection certificates because there is nothing you are vaccinating on a building. Then we have the rates there, inspection of a chemist, inspection of a medical clinic for registration, that is page 20. Inspection of laboratories, inspection of a nursing home. Inspection of private schools and of course the amendments for that last one is from Ksh 5000 to Ksh 4000. I believe that is clear to all members. 

(Question on Schedule 7.3.1 as amended put and agreed to)
