NOTICE OF MOTION
Measures to Improve Education Levels in Tiaty Sub-County

The Speaker (Hon. Kiplagat): Yes Hon. Selemoi.
Hon. Selemoi (Deputy Speaker): I rise pursuant to the Standing Order 47 (i) to give a notice of motion.
Aware that, the Constitution of Kenya as enshrined in Article 53 (1) (b) provides that every child has a right to free and compulsory basic education;  
Noting that subjects and principles of devolution set out under Article 174 and 175 of the Constitution provide for the promotion of social and economic development and the provision of proximate, easily accessible services throughout Kenya; 
Concerned that, illiteracy level in Tiaty sub-county are at an alarming rate with only handful of pupils attend school leading to the said sub-county lagging behind in Economic, Education and development spheres;  
Disturbed that, the illiteracy levels has led to early marriages, poverty and insecurity in the region because the lack of schooling has made some residents to resort to other activities so as to fend for their families;

Deeply disturbed that, if the situation is not dealt with at the earliest instance, the situation may be worse at the sub County may not match the educational standard of other sub-Counties;

Now therefore, pursuant to the above, this motion urges the County Government to put the following measures in place to ensure improvement of educational levels; 
1) Improvement of social amenities for the schools
2) Construction and equipping of dormitory facilities in all schools which can be actuated by cooperation of the National and County Government as required by Article 189 of the Constitution;

3) Enhancement of school feeding program in all schools in the County;

4) Introduction of at least three learning centers for adult learning program for the elderly in all the Wards in the County;
5) Putting in place enforcement mechanisms that ensure all children who have attained school going age compulsorily attend school;

6) Ensure adequate number of teachers are in all ECDE centers in the County;

7) Ensuring children attain the highest attainable level of education in the County at large by providing the necessary infrastructure and learning equipment;

8) Ensuring that security is maintained in Tiaty Sub-county at all times to ensure smooth learning process by setting up village level peace committees with proper facilitation and/or create an office to deal with County peace and cohesion under the Office of the Governor or Deputy Governor.
