The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Clerk!
NOTICES OF MOTION
Completion of ECDE Classrooms and 
Provision of requisite Materials across the County
The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Member for Kisanana Ward; Hon. Cheboiwo
Hon. Cheboiwo: Thank you Mr. Speaker. I beg to give notice of the following motions;
Aware that, part 2 of the Fourth Schedule of the Constitution of Kenya provides for the functions and powers of the County Government which includes pre-primary education, village polytechnics among others;

Further aware that, Article 174(f) provides for the objects of devolution which includes provision of proximate, easily accessible services throughout Kenya;
Acknowledging that, despite funds being allocated for the construction of ECDE centers in the County, most of them are yet to be completed;

Concerned that, some existing ECDE centers have not been properly equipped with many centers lacking proper furniture such as Chairs, tables and other pertinent learning materials;

Disturbed that, if the situation is not addressed, many pupils will be disadvantaged bearing in mind that early childhood education forms an important foundation to the child’s future;

Now therefore and pursuant to the above, this House urges the County Government to complete all ECDE classes and to provide furniture and other requisite training materials for all ECDE centers across the County. 
I beg to give notice.

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Thank you.  The notice of motion by Hon. Cheboiwo will be referred to the House Business Committee for slotting it in the Order paper at a given time. Hon. Cheboiwo proceed with the next notice.
Employment of polytechnic tutors and
Provision of Equipment
Hon. Cheboiwo: Thank you Mr. Speaker. I beg to give notice. 
Aware that, the functions of National and County Government have been expressly set out under the Fourth Schedule to the Constitution;

Further aware that, part two of the Fourth Schedule of the Constitution provides that village polytechnics is a function of the County Government;

Acknowledging that, most students who fail to secure places in secondary and colleges opt to join such polytechnics in search of knowledge and skills for that would be useful to their futures;

Concerned that, the County Government has consistently failed to address issues touching on these polytechnics thus leading to many challenges such as shortage of tutors, lack of training facilities etc;

Disturbed that, should the current condition of these polytechnics continue deteriorating, the hopes of better futures of many youth will be shattered and yet the youth are the future;
Now therefore, this motion urges the County Government to move with speed and employ an adequate number of tutors in all polytechnics in the County and to equip all these institutions with modern learning and training equipment. 
Mr. Speaker I beg to give notice.

STATEMENTS

Outbreak of Malaria in Tirioko
The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Member for Tirioko, Hon. Sam Lourien Limo…sorry Chairman Health Services Committee. 
Hon. Rono: Mr. Speaker, in response to the question by Member for Tirioko; this was a matter of urgency that my team had to work hard on it. Question one,  if I am aware that there is an outbreak of malaria in Tirioko Ward which has so far claimed 15 lives particularly in the areas named? There has been an outbreak of malaria in several areas of Tiaty Sub-County. More than 2000 people have been treated and more are being treated today. 150 people are on treatment today on 5th October 2017, seven lives have been lost since the first case was reported on 28th September 2017. Among the Seven two are children and the cause of death was severe anemia due to severe malaria. 
If further aware that the teams from Kenya Red Cross and that from Tiaty Sub-County Public Health were sent to the said areas to do surveillance and hand over the report to the County Executive Member in charge of Health Services? The Department of Health Services has been to various parts of Tiaty Sub-County through its officers and partners including Kenya Red Cross. The officers carried out medical examinations and laboratory test, commodity supply management, treatment of index cases and referral of severe cases. A report was obtained and it is annexed here.
On why the County Government has not responded to the said report? The County Government responded to the reported  the outbreak by dispatching officers who carried out the activities listed in (ii) above. The question contradicts question (ii) above. 
Public Health Officers are officers of the County Government. The officers and other partners have confirmed to offer services and referrals on daily basis. Dr. Maraji, Director for Health in Public Health and Sanitation is leading the response team. 
On what measures will the County Government take to expeditiously respond to the adverse situation experienced in the aforementioned areas? Response team are working and providing tremendous services there. Consider over 2000 cases treated, losing only seven lives, that is tremendous work. Moving forward, the County Department of Health is continuously mobilizing resources including Human Resource to ensure that the outbreak is contained. Currently, the number of new cases is stable but the teams are expanding and further reaching communities’ through outreach services. That is from the Minister.

East Pokot outbreak report…

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Order Hon. Member! Since the Members have a copy of this report and you have explicitly answered the concerns of the Member, I prefer that Members will ventilate the annexure on their own.

Hon. Rono: Thank you Mr. Speaker. I would like to state a few. Apart from the report, they are providing us some pictures on whatsapp to update us on what is happening there because in yesterday’s  newspaper, we were only shown the KDF attending to our community but today, we can see, although not clear, something is going on. On the death being caused by anemia, I was interested in knowing if that area has a blood safe and the answer was that initially, they had it but due to insecurity in the area, it was moved to Nakuru which is the central point. 
Now, they attend to the masses but the severe cases are referred to our headquarter and others to Nakuru. Point to note is that they have enough medicine and currently they have mobilized some personnel…I cannot go deeper because of the situation in the County but the condition is under control. With me here is information out of the statement on Hepatitis B which was a concern of the Hon. Member for Emining if someone wants information related to this, see me. Thank you. 

Delegation from Rongo University

Hon. Selemoi (Deputy Speaker): Very well, Hon. Members we have visitors from Rongo University. 

(Applause)

They are in 22 in number and thank you for visiting our County and specifically Baringo County Assembly I hope you have learned a lot we are ready to give you more. Welcome next time. 

(Applause)

Outbreak of Malaria in Tirioko
I will allow Members concerned to ventilate the statement by the Chair of Health Services Committee. It is open, Hon. Kibarar. 
Hon. Kibarar: Thank you Mr. Speaker for this chance. I commend the Chairman for giving us the statement which was asked yesterday morning. The Committee has tried a lot and it is good to recommend him.

(Applause)

First, this outbreak is all over the County.  If we are also affected, then you will understand how people without nets are feeling. I thank the Committee together with Red Cross who have come out to save the situation. Lastly, there is the issue of Hepatitis B in my area and I seek detailed information and I need this Committee to use relevant ways to curb this. Thank you.

Hon. Selemoi (Deputy Speaker): Hon. Kessei.  The others put off their mics.

Hon. Kessei: Than you Mr. Speaker, I also commend the Chairman of the Committee for the commendable job. I am also a Member of this Committee. Mr. Speaker, I am worried when Hon. Kibarar talks about Hepatitis B; if this is not dealt with, then we will have a sick County. Let us amend the recommendations that the Committee has raised. I would like to add that the County Government should set aside money for emergencies.

Mr. Speaker, I suggest that drugs for Malaria not used by some hospitals to be taken to prone areas such as Tiaty, Baringo North and some parts of Baringo South. Thank you Mr. Speaker.

Hon. Selemoi (Deputy Speaker): Hon. Mailuk.
Hon. Mailuk: Thank you Mr. Speaker for giving me this chance to air my comments on the report of the Committee on Health. They have done well and I suggest that the recommendations brought need to be looked into so fast such that we do not repeat the same mistakes in the future. 

Secondly, Mr. Speaker there is a part that says that the health workers from the County together with the Red Cross worked tirelessly and did tremendous work and as a result we have lost ‘only seven people’. Losing life is not good and when someone says we only lost seven people that phrase doesn’t sound well it needs to be paraphrased.
Malaria should not be a killer disease and the health workers should have curbed this. The Committee should not have accepted to lose even one person. Thank you.
Hon. Selemoi (Deputy Speaker): Hon. Saphina.
Hon. Saphina: Thank you Mr. Speaker as a matter of rules and procedures that governs statements, we are not supposed to debate.  I will seek the following clarifications from the Chair; is there malaria prevention program running in this County? If so, which are the areas that have been targeted for this prevention? Also, I seek clarification whether the County Government has considered this epidemic as disaster and declared so? Through the recommendation number two states that the department should look into the supply of nets, according to me the department should look into these recommendations with seriousness.

Lastly what emotions did the person writing these wanted to elicit from the Members of Baringo County to say ‘consider over 2000 cases treated and only seven lost their lives and did tremendous work.’

(Applause)

Did the person wanted to justify that losing a life in Baringo is not important? Thank you Mr. Speaker.
The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Thank you. It is true that the House should not debate statements but because it was ruled yesterday that this is a subject of great magnitude and of importance to our County, Members are free to ventilate and make brief contagious statements on the same. So proceed Hon. Earnest.

Hon. Kibet: Thank you Mr. Speaker. Let me first take this opportunity to congratulate the Chairman for responding quickly to this issue. I want to also side with my brother Hon. Mailuk who talked about the issue of the lives that have been lost and the cases treated.

Mr. Speaker, we are talking about seven lives, we are talking about a Sub-County with a population of fifty thousand people or maybe just about that. If we are losing seven lives daily so we only need two or three years for that Sub-County to be… people will have gone Mr. Speaker. I want to ask that this statement be removed from this context because it does not show the humane face we expect. 
Mr. Speaker, we all know that Tiaty is one of the region that is vulnerable to the issue of Malaria.  We also have the lower Kerio side, we have Marigat and even Mogotio. These are areas which are prone and whenever there is an outbreak we should take action.  I expected to see preventive care in this recommendations.  That, we should now be having medics across the valley undertaking necessary actions because prevention is better than cure.

Mr. Speaker the Chair told us about the blood bank and we had a mobile clinic which was donated some years back. I want to seek to know from the Committee if it is still operational. I assume that the mobile clinic could even be able to store the blood. Are we able to take that mobile clinic to Tiaty? Also the Red Cross to my understanding is such an organization that has all the mechanisms and equipment in place, it is a very sophisticated organization and if they are operating in Tiaty now then we should not be missing blood.

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Your time is up Hon. Member. 

(Hon. Kibet applies to speak)

Press it again.

Hon. Kibet: Mr. Speaker, we are losing lives because of severe anemia, it is more of blood that we are concerned and if we can get more information whether the team on the ground, are they accessing blood?

If you were to take a patient from Chemolingot or Amaya to Nakuru then that life is likely to be lost and I am sure those lives are being lost on transit.  So can we ensure that we have blood on the ground, we don’t want to lose even a single life. For those few remarks I want to say thank you the Committee on health for working hard on this.

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Yes Hon. Lotela

Hon. Lotela: Thank you Mr. Speaker, I stand to seek a clarification on this report. As much as I recommend for the good work and the quick response, I want to inform them of the protocol of the House or the function of the Committee that you do not go to the CECs office.

You don’t seek statements or the MCAs or the Committee walk to the CECs office or to the Executive offices, you invite them to come to either the Common Room or the Speaker’s Board Room because how can you invite yourself to the CECs office?

That shows that there is no seriousness here. You cannot instruct somebody when you are in his office.

Secondly, we are talking of a situation that we paid a visit in Kapau Division when we were going for a peace meeting joined by the Turkana and the West Pokot Counties. 

Immediately, the media reported and it was termed as an outbreak, and as an emergency but the problem had been going for two weeks.  We reported the issue and I was expecting this report to capture the earlier report but here they started from the time they visited the area

Thirdly, Mr. Speaker, I want to ask for clarification that what could be the situation in Silale Ward where we know that all the health facilities; five of them do not have staff. The ambulance that was in Akwichatis was transferred to Chemolingot.  What is the situation there at the moment as we speak?

I boarder those places Mr. Speaker but this report has not indicated anything about Silale. I want to get that clarification that what is the situation in Akwichatis Division or Akwichatis health facility, Toplen and Nakoko. Mr. Speaker the report is a bit half-done.

In Silale Ward Mr. Speaker I am aware of nine children who lost lives, I  am aware of three women who  lost their lives due to delivery complications, I am also aware of two elderly men who lost their lives because of malaria, they never made it  to Chemolingot referral hospital.

That is only in one side and the report of seven lives lost only in Tirioko and the East part of Tirioko, this means the situation is daring and it is extremely bad. Mr. Speaker what tells you the CEC is not serious is the kind of recommendation he is giving.

In an emergency you cannot think of a possibility of the CEC indicating that the department needs to look into, this means they have to study, look for alternatives and wait for a decision. This is an emergency, it only takes three day for an infant of under three years to survive with Malaria. 

 Lastly, I want to ask the Committee and the Chairman if he is aware that the ambulances services are being paid for by the patients?  On Monday I happened to visit Chemolingot and the ambulance arrived the patient were brought to the hospital and were attended to.

I inquired from them and they said that they paid Kshs. 18 thousand for the service of the ambulance. The good part of it is that I was with the civic education team from the County and they got the information.  What is the problem?  Don’t we have the budget or the fuel or what can be the problem?

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Your time is up Hon. Lotela. Yes Hon. Cheserem. 

Hon. Cheserem: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir. I congratulate the Committee of Health for the good response that they have brought to the House and this is a department which has shown way to the rest of the departments or any other group that will be required to give a statement.

From the look of things it is like that region has few health centers or dispensaries.  Hon. Members as we are now going to budget for our Wards, let us consider budgeting or putting more money on building more dispensaries and upgrading the dispensaries to health centers.

I am also aware that there are some dispensaries in some Wards which have been upgraded to health centers and I want to call upon the Chair of the health department to see unto it that all those which have been recommended to be health centres to have health workers in place in the shortest time possible so that such cases can be avoided because at the moment most of our health facilities are being run by nurses only. We are facing a national strike of nurses and therefore  nobody is attending to our people in our health facilities. If we had more health centres which are managed by clinical officers and lab technicians who are giving services if not first aid as they await their colleagues to end their strike. Thank you Mr Speaker sir, that is my recommendation.

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Hon. Solomon Makal

Hon. Makal: Mr Speaker I just went out to receive a call and I have been informed that three people have died in Kolowa because of Malaria. I don’t support this motion.  To start with, the CEC denied that there are no people who have died in Tiaty. The report was signed by the director who is a junior officer. This House should rise to the occasion and if impeachment could be done then it should be done.  If a director and not the CO or the CEC can sign then where are we heading to Mr Speaker. I think the CEC is joking.  I don’t know which term I can use. This CEC must vacate office and leave the job to other industrious Kenyans to serve the people. 

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Order Hon. Member. 

Hon. Makal: I am not out of order Mr Speaker. 

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): You are out of order.
Hon. Makal: You see Mr. Speaker I am very bitter when they say people are dying and the director is signing the statement instead of the CEC or the CO. So we want to reject this, I don’t know how it will be, tomorrow is Friday ...

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Order Hon Member!
Hon. Makal: This is really out of anger.

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Are you concerned about who signed or you are concerned about the information that is there? What is your concern?

Hon. Makal: I am concerned about who signed because when a junior member signs, I don’t trust the information. 

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Suppose the CEC signs a wrong thing what is the merit?

Hon. Makal: We have senior members like Lotela let him say something.

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Order! 
(Hon. Lotela denied a chance to speak)
Hon. Bowen: Thank you very much Hon. Speaker for giving me this chance. I want to thank the Chairman for the prompt action he has taken since yesterday evening when we were talking about the deaths of our people in Tiaty. He has done commendable job.  I want to say by going to see the minister or whoever, personally I think it is the concern that instead of waiting until Monday, Tuesday they should go and report. Maybe they don’t know that the number of people who have died.  So the procedure that you are giving us does not help the people of Tiaty. I want to thank you very much. 

Number one, I want to say that there is malaria outbreak, everybody is very sorry about what is happening in Tiaty and Kolowa. I also saw in the newspaper where they mentioned 13 people. But here I am seeing seven I don’t know where the contradictions are coming from but it means probably there is no proper records from the ministry itself. I want to say this, the problem that our people are dying is because we do not have proper management of dispensaries and health centres. We don’t give in our budget a lot of money to these institutions so that they have enough medicine. We normally like other things and we blame the ministry when they don’t have money even to fuel vehicles. 

For this reason therefore, we want an immediate action to save the lives of those who are dying currently in Kolowa, Tirioko, parts of Kerio Valley and other areas. Kolowa borders Barwessa where I come from and I know people have been sick. The biggest problem that we have is there are no nurses. When you talk about Red Cross, these are people who are come in to help just for a while but the people who should have been conducting these surveys are our health workers. People will continue dying because even if we blame one person here who will help him so that they will be able to do something. 

What I wanted to say is that if there is any medicine in the store here at Kabarnet refferal hospital, let them be taken to the areas where the diseases have affected many people. As Hon Makal has pointed out, three people have been reported to have died now and this thing is spreading. Malaria is treatable. We would like to ask the Chair of Health Committee to do something to make sure with this Committee that something done from tomorrow and Saturday to save the lives of others so that we don’t continue blaming each other. We want the precaution to be taken. Thank you Mr. Speaker.

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Thank you. Hon. Parkei.
Hon. Parkei: Thank you Mr. Speaker sir, I have a concern with this report. The report is good but before I contribute I just want to caution this House because for the report to be accepted in this House, it should be signed by a senior officer in the Government. Even as the matter is so weighty like this, we cannot take this report as it is because you can see if the CEC of Health is not there, there is another CEC of another department because we have a collective responsibility. We cannot accept a report that is signed by a junior officer. Even the County secretary is not accepted. What about a director like this! This is a report signed by Abakalwa and so I want that before we debate on it Mr Speaker through your indulgence we want to know if this report can be tabled or we return it for the report to be accepted in the House. Thank you.
The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Hon. Lemlem.
Hon. Lemlem: Mr Speaker I want first of all to sympathize with the people of  Tiaty because of this outbreak. I would also want to congratulate my Chairman of Health Services for managing to bring such a report within the shortest time. I would also want to observe that what we are debating here, report of East Pokot outbreak is as at 1st October that was on Sunday. It is not in order when there is an emergency or a disaster of such magnitude that is within the County health department is as at 1st which was Sunday. It means that there is no report that came in on Monday, Tuesday, Thursday and it is really a concern to us as Hon members. Our role is to oversight the Executive and this is an area we want to look more into. As such with your indulgence I would also want to request if possible the department on health can pay a visit to the Sub-County so that a fact finding is done. 

(Applause)

And probably report back in the next session on the actual situation as per the Committee. Finally this is the House where we make policies to be implemented by the Executive. It seems that we need to re-evaluate the policies that govern and revolves around issues of disaster especially those of health. Even up to the point of recommending a standby response team that at any given time whenever there is a serious issue in the County we never know where the next disaster will happen. As I end my submission, I would really again want to recommend members that in future we don’t give a chance to any scanty form of information that comes to the House. Thank you Hon. Lotela and my senior Hon. Parkei for letting us know that anything that comes to this House should be signed by senior members of the Executive. Thank you Mr Speaker sir.

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Fair enough. Hon Elizabeth Kipsang.
Hon. Elizabeth: Thank you Mr Speaker sir for giving me this opportunity.  I want to raise a concern. Looking at these photographs, I can see that there is a need for people to be given food. If you give people medicine someone will take that and that is the end. I am recommending that from the report that we would like to see in this House is that when there is a disaster like this, food should also be given. 
Another recommendation is that we will also want to see that we raise the budget in this House so that we can have an emergency in terms of food and medicine. We would like to see a quick response to ensure that our people get medication immediately there is a disaster like this, there was a discussion today in AFYA House and our Governor was present and I want to echo him for taking a bold step of going for that meeting and they were saying that this is not an outbreak but the number of people who are affected in the area is increasing but it is not an outbreak.

Mr. Speaker sir the Chairman for Health Committee and the entire team should be given an opportunity to visit the place so that next week when we come back to the Assembly they will give us the real information that we require in this House Mr. Speaker sir, thank you.

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Very well, Hon. Members, because we have almost done with the deliberations.  I want to call upon the Hon. Member from Tirioko and subsequently followed by the Chair of the Committee on Health so that we can go to the next order.  Proceed Hon. Sam.

Hon. Limo (Leader of Minority): Thank you Mr. Speaker sir and the Chairperson of the Health Committee for this report, however, the report as has been highlighted by Hon. Members is scanty, written haphazardly or with no knowledge about what is happening in Tirioko and Tiaty in general.

Mr. Speaker I am also not in agreement with the signing of the report by the junior officer, that was in my mind and I was to say, and I am happy that other members noted. Mr. Speaker this is to because you heard the other day the CEC of health over the news saying there is nobody who has died in Tiaty or in Tirioko following the outbreak of malaria, this is a contradicting report.  As you may see that in this report the ministry and the CEC are saying seven people died but over the news he was saying none has died.

Mr. Speaker, according to the information I have from the chiefs of that area is that it is clocking to 20 people in which most of the affected are the elderly and the children, Mr. Speaker I wonder if this report for 1st Oct. 2017 if it is still binding or it is now a stale report that should not be valid to be brought to this House because it is an out dated report.  People who went to that place on Saturday said they visited Kapau, Kongor and after those places they resumed back to their duties and nobody went back to the place where they met over three hundred people and they left them with an information that they will come back the next day.

Trying to inquire what happened Mr. Speaker, I was told the MoH said they don’t have money for fuel; surely, an entire ministry is lacking fuel for ambulances! This will truly compel us to go further and ask who is behind this, is it the treasury which has to give money to this ministry for fuel? I understand that they are using cards to refuel the vehicles, that means after the last thirty days elapsed there was no resurfacing of those fuel cards. Mr. Speaker today is when they will  travel back to that place at around 11am they left Chemolingot heading to Kongor and those parts of Kapau.

Mr. Speaker what I am reading in the first paragraph that 150 people are being treated today which is fifth and by the time we were getting to this House the vehicles had not arrived in the stations where people were waiting…Mr. Speaker I think this ministry is misleading the Hon. House by giving us an information that is not true just to satisfy this House that they have given us answers. Mr. Speaker, we are not here to seek for answers but we are here to seek for solutions and I think the CEC in charge of this department as said by other members has failed in his duties. 

Mr. Speaker another thing I noted in this report is that the seven people said in this report that they have died is not a true report, the numbers are high to about 15 as reported in the media. The MoH confirmed that 13 people have died while according to this report we have seven, and according to chiefs we have over 20 people dead, so Mr. Speaker there is a lot of contradiction in that and we still need more clarification on the number of those who have died and how the situation has been contained.

Mr. Speaker you can see in question number four,  the second paragraph where the CEC is saying “moving forward the County department of health is continuously mobilizing resources including human resource to ensure the outbreak is contained” he has been doing it continuously up to today and nothing has been done but he is reporting that they are containing the situation, then in the last paragraph he is saying, “currently the number of cases is stable but the teams are expanding and reaching further to communities through outreach services”.  Mr. Speaker, they went for surveillance on Saturday and they came back, today they are resuming for treatment, how is stability described in this report coming back yet today is when they are going for treatment? I think they should be saying they are in the process of stabilizing the people but not saying the situation is contained. Mr. Speaker I am not in agreement with the situation because last night there were reported cases of deaths in that place.

Another thing which was worrying this Hon. House Mr. Speaker and I am happy that it was pointed out by one Hon. Member and that was Hon. Mailuk who said the CEC was trying to please this House by noting that 2000 cases were attended to and seven lives only… Mr. Speaker losing even one life in Kenya is not accepted, I will not agree that a whole CEC is saying only seven died… Only, underline the word ‘only’, to mean to him the lives of the seven people is just nonsense…

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Make it brief Hon. Member.
Hon. Limo (Leader of Minority): Yes I want to conclude Mr. Speaker, I think the entire report should be returned to the CEC to further give us a detailed report and I will still need a report because this is a scanty report from the CEC. Thank you Mr. Speaker.

(Applause)
The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Thank you, fair enough as I invite the Chair of the Health Committee.  I would want to request if his Committee will want to visit the said area as urgent as possible preferably even tomorrow and give us a comprehensive report as I make a ruling on the report later, so Chair kindly respond please. 
Hon. Rono: Thank you Mr. Speaker, a lot of issues has been raised by the members and it should be noted that we had a very short period and again you know that we are reading a report from the CEC not from ourselves so I would like to say this…

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): What is the matter Hon. Lotela?

Hon. Lotela: Mr. Speaker is the member in order to disown the statement that he brought to us with confidence?  Whye he is telling the House that this was somebody else report, what were we discussing? I think he is completely out of order!
Hon. Rono: Mr. Speaker I own the report… Mr. Speaker members have raised a lot of issues and one was on the prevention aspect, I would like to say one of the preventive measures of malaria is supply of nets and treatment, Mr. Speaker treatment is going to be done tomorrow at Marigut Barwessa Ward by St. Luke and we would like to engage further for resources to see that the community members from the malaria prone areas can be vaccinated. Mr. Speaker nets are available at the County level and as well as Sub-County level, but mosquitoes do bite even outside bed during the day so we have a lot to look in to on the prevention aspects of malaria. Mr. Speaker we cannot advice prophylaxis measures because the Sub-County is a prone area or this Country is marked red meaning we are a malaria zone.  So it will be expensive not unless we prevent malaria we will have to be wait for infection and then we treat.

Secondly Mr. Speaker, I took an issue I myself on the personnel manning the ambulances, the information we have is… we must appreciate that the clinical officers, the nurses and may be even the lab technologists are on strike so we should not actually talk as if we are ignorant that our staff are not on their places of duties so mobilizing these people is like calling them or looking for them from where they are. I am not aware but I was told the ambulance and fuel, is available and that is why we are requesting for a fact finding exercise to be carried out by the members  so that we actually bring a comprehensive report on some of these issues.
Someone asked about the blood bank and I had actually told the Hon. House that the blood safe was moved from Tiaty Sub County when the issue of insecurity arose and also to be used in other places to avoid wastage. So currently what they are doing and saying is that because they have masses and they are unable to manage anemic persons in that particular Sub-County so what they are doing is they refer them to other areas like our headquarters here and Nakuru and then they try actually to arrest the situation in other parts of Tiaty.

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Make it brief Hon Member…

Hon. Rono: I am actually finishing. Some raised the issue of the mobile clinics.  I am not aware but we will look into that issue so that by next week properly we will tell you the status of mobile clinics. What I wanted to say is about the report on the desk, I’m very sorry when someone use the word ‘only’ and we are not supposed to lose even a single life. We apologize on that issue and what I can say confirming, you know we normally give a documented report by our health personnel. 

I know they are several death cases in those villages which were not confirmed and reported and we cannot ignore that. That’s why Hon. Speaker,  I was saying if we could allow our Committee as a matter of urgency maybe tomorrow we make a visit to that region on a fact finding mission so that we have a more comprehensive report on that. So it’s that urgent as so Mr. Speaker. Tthank you.

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): Clear enough,  thank you and I agree and make the ruling that the Committee on Health should visit the said Ward that’s Tirioko tomorrow and bring the report to this Hon. House on Tuesday 2:30pm. S
econdly the statement by the CEC should be made again and brought back to this House on Tuesday the same time 2:30pm with proper signature and authority from the CEC that is the senior most as per the regulation of this House. Any statement that comes here must be brought or signed by a senior most officer in that department. So those are the two orders on this matter and…

Point of information allowed.
Hon. Makal: I was seeing your ruling was almost excluding me from commenting and what I wanted to say Mr. Speaker is that I had gone out of this chamber few minutes ago and I have been informed that three people have lost their lives in my Ward. So I am requesting on your ruling that the Committee to consider going also to Kolowa to ascertain what is happening there. It’s my request your honor thank you.

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): The Committee is directed to pass through the Sub-County headquarters and get the information; of course the Clerk of this County Assembly will make facilitation on that. Pass through the relevant offices on the ground in the Sub-County headquarters and then as you go to Tirioko you can sub divide yourselves into two. Kolowa Ward is adjacent to Tirioko and not very far apart so you can make a stopover or sub divide yourselves but preferably you make a stopover and assess the situation.

 So Hon. Loluka your Ward will be catered by the Committee too, thank you.

Invasion of Elephants on Farms in Kisanana

a) If he is aware those over 60 elephants have invaded farms in the last 6 months in Kisanana ward.

b)  What action is the department taking to ensure that the said wild animals do not invade the farms anymore?

c)  What measures is the department is putting in place to ensure that the farmers whose crops were completely destroyed by the elephants are compensated? Thank you Mr. Speaker sir.

The Deputy Speaker (Hon. Selemoi): I call on the Hon Chair of Trade, Tourism and Cooperatives, is he around? Yes Hon. Silas Tochim, is he the one? Okay.
Hon. Tochim: Thank you   Mr. Speaker sir for this opportunity you have given me to respond the concerned query of Hon. Jacob Cheboiwo MCA Kisanana Ward. I want to express my sympathy and sorry for the damage and destruction caused by the wild animals specifically the elephants to my colleague and by extension to the people of Kisanana ward. 

I also want to express my concerns and while we know the wild animals are an asset to this County and the Country of Kenya, It is also important that we have wildlife service’s and as the Chair of Tourism, Trade and Cooperatives, I want to assure the Member of this County Assembly from Kisanana ward that I will take this concern very seriously. I want to summon the concerned parties to give me a report on this and I will table it in this House on Tuesday without fail, thank you.
